Scripts:

 Intro (with news theme tune on first layer, Voice on second layer):

Main Presenter (or DJ):


“Hello, and welcome to today's edition of 'Simply Radio', we'll have all of the local happenings as well as, other headlines from around the nation”
“Our local headline today...chaos swarmed the streets of Newcastle town centre and Hanley city centre, as a tragic train crash prevented access to and from the two heavily pedestrian areas...The chaotic crash took place at the busy City of Stoke-On-Trent train station, the train was travelling up from London to Manchester, and both Newcastle and Hanley centres had to be closed for quick access for the emergency services”
“We are now going to cross to our representative,Trevor, who is in the mist of the chaos in the centre of Hanley” 

Outside Broadcaster:     

“Yes thanks Leon,  I'm in side the safety of the helicopter looking over all the people trying get in and out of the shopping cultural quarters. People are deserting their cars to get to wherever they are going, this train crash has certainly caused havoc, back to you in the studio”

Main Presenter (or DJ):


“Moving on to a lighter subject, a local veteran war world 2 soldier has been acclaimed a medal for his contribution to vegetable growing, and was awarded his medal by a representative from head of  'Grow for Life' the ex-soldier had to travel down to London to collect his award, our street team were there to interview him”
Vox pop (local veteran WW2 soldier):


“Well I first started growing all of my own vegetables and fruits as soon as I got back from the War, I just thought I needed something to take my mind of the sound nagging kids asking me whether they can see my guns, you see,  and there were no way yer could get yer own food without the stupid rationing, you see?!...So aye that's my story, oh aye I have  also won an award for the biggest carrot in the world”

Main Presenter (or DJ):


“On to other news now, the main headline from around the nation today...Angel Airline has today decided to close it's wings forever. Head of corporate, Andy Angel,  enclosed a statement referring to the sudden decline in the country's economy for the major reason in his business's closure, this will also result in a huge amount of job losses for Angel employees. 


“Now I'm sure that you'll all be wanting to know whether to get the de-icer out in the morning, so here with the weather is Jemma”
Weather Reporter:


“They'll be snow over night and temperatures dropping below minus 5, so keep warm tonight! When the sun rises not much of the snow and ice would have melted as those low low temperatures will stay low through out the day, a look head for the next few days, more of the same im afraid” 

Main Presenter (or DJ):

"as much fun as todays show has been, the clock has ticked it's final tick...From all of us here at the Simply Radio 6 o'clock news bulletin, it's goodbye...Keep digging deep Stoke"
