Topics- The main focal point of topics on this website, is what is appearing on the radio shows and at what times. This allows the audience to immediately know happening and when. Also on this website there is a index with a list of different topics such as, podcasts, documentaries, music club etc.

Language Features- On this Radio 2 website they use formal language, but not highly formal. This allows their website to appeal to all ages. There is also the use of imperitive language, “don't miss” “have your say” “leave your prayers here” these imperitives subconciously tell the audience what they should do, therefore making the audience to listen to/get involved with their radio station. They have also in some parts, a conversational tone, “what makes a good cover version?” this is used to directly involve the audience in a conversation type situation.
